REQUIREMENTS

basic quilting supplies for the class and sewing machine
open toe machine foot
one or more old completed quilts (suitable to be decorated)
OR a newly small sandwiched piece
interesting wool or braid
invisible thread - light or dark to match
pen and quick unpick
variety  patterns for the couching will be provided
